Welcome to Class 3
Dear Parents,

We hope you had a good summer and that everyone is ready for the challenges of a new school year. Mrs Emma King will be teaching the class on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday morning with Mrs Emily Bridson teaching on Wednesday afternoon, Thursday and Friday. We are both delighted with this arrangement and very much look forward to covering a lively and interesting curriculum. 

Alison Warner and Olly Hellis will be our teaching assistants.  

Enclosed with this letter is an overview of the curriculum that your child will be following this term, and below are a few notes that may help with the smooth running of school life.

Home tasks ~
Reading:

Year 3 marks the transition for many children from progression through the reading scheme to becoming a ‘free reader’, which means they have a choice from the school and library service books, under our guidance. They will continue to bring home their reading book and their reading diary each day. It is important that all the children have the opportunity to read and discuss their books with you at home, so please feel free to write in their reading diaries when necessary.
Phonics/Spelling:

Some children will soon be bringing home a ‘Spelling Bee’ – more information about this will be given at the Parents’ Education Evening on the 14th September as detailed in the school newsletter. Other children will be bringing home a list of spelling words on a Wednesday to learn for a test on the following Monday. 

Numeracy:

Shortly we will be sending home a Maths sheet which will help to consolidate the previous week’s learning. Homework is designed to reinforce skills learned and practised in school. Please let us know if your child is having difficulty with homework or if it is causing anxiety for any reason. 
We would also ask you to help your child in the learning of times tables. These are very much a part of the Numeracy Strategy and essential to number work in future years. In class we have been looking at and exploring some good times tables web sites ~ please ask your child to share these with you!
Squash and Biscuits:

Our Squash and Biscuits will take place on Friday 18th November and the theme will be Teeth and Healthy Eating.
Progression into Key Stage 2 ~
Mornings:

Key Stage 2 children are expected to remain in the playground until the whistle is blown at 8:50am. We know they have been used to going into their classroom before this time, and we would greatly appreciate your help in reminding them not to do so. 

Lunchtime:

Key Stage 2 children have a longer working morning, with lunchtime starting at 12:20pm.

Afternoon Play:
Key Stage 2 children do not break in the afternoon for play. However, while Class 3 is settling in to their new routines we may sometimes take a short break this term.

Newsletters/Homework:

In Key Stage 1, newsletters and homework are put into the children’s bags for them. As part of their growing independence, we expect the children to take responsibility for putting these into their own bags. If you feel you have missed a newsletter, these can be found on the school’s website.

And finally, as part of our Literacy work this term we will be studying books by Allan Ahlberg. If you have any of his books at home we would be very grateful if you could let your child name these and bring them in.
