             Marking and Feedback Policy

United Nations Convention of the Rights of the Child
Article 29: Education must develop every child’s personality, talents and abilities to the full

Article 12: Every child has the right to say what they think in all matters affecting them
This policy is intended to ensure consistency across the school in terms of marking and feedback practice.  Marking should enhance learning through:
· Drawing children’s attention to what they need to do to improve

· Providing feedback on what they have done so far

Agreed procedure
· Learning objectives and success criteria are shared with the children and are central to the marking process including drawing attention to examples of success.
· When appropriate teachers should try to include formative comments that inform children’s learning

· Block: this is what you have done well

· Blob: this is what you need to do to improve (this technique will be employed twice during each unit of literacy)

· A variety of approaches are taken to marking work depending on the age of the child and the nature of the task.

· Time is given for children to read comments and make a response including corrections.  Teachers and pupils will have a ‘marking conversation’.
· Comments should focus on key issues linked to lesson objectives and targets.

· To give clear recognition and appropriate praise for achievement and effort.

· Marking criteria should be shared with children and a checklist of items used to look for when marking their own or others’ work through paired marking

· 3 stars and a wish, ‘tickled pink’ or golden lines may support this process
· To encourage children to self-mark against success criteria wherever possible.

For example, in numeracy, self evaluation using the traffic light system in KS2 or smiley face system in KS1
· For marking to be manageable and worthwhile.

· Where children have received support this should be noted.

· Consistent pen colour should be used.

When full editing occurs the following marks are used throughout the school:

From Year 3 onwards the following layout will be introduced and expected:

Titles underlined 'with a ruler'

The line beneath the title will be left empty

Name - left hand corner or back of copy

5. In a final draft the name may or may not appear and could be at the bottom of the piece of work.  The decision will be at the discretion of the teacher.

6. The use of margins will be introduced when appropriate in Key Stage 2.

Evaluation of the policy
· Does work scrutiny suggest that the agreed marking policy and marking scheme is being applied?

· How clear are the children about the symbols used and their purposes?

· Have children taken on board corrections and attempted to rectify their mistakes?

· Have comments made led to evident progress in children’s work?
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
