Rules 


Most words simply add s, ed and ing to indicate tenses. 


When a single-syllable verb ends with a consonant preceded by a short vowel sound e.g. bat, you double the last letter and add ed or ing e.g. batted or batting


If a word ends in e, avoid the double e by dropping as necessary.


If a word ends in a consonant plus y e.g. carry, change the y to an i before adding es or ed


If the word ends in a hissing or buzzing sound e.g. fizz, add an e before the s e.g. rushes
