Dear Parents and Carers,

Book Enrichment Week – 1st – 5th March 2010

For our forthcoming Book Enrichment week our school will be focussing on ‘talk for writing’ and will be learning and sharing some stories and phrases that will help children in their writing.
We will be welcoming two professional storytellers, Sharon Jacksties and Paula Brookes, who will lead workshops with the children.  Julia Seacroft, Librarian from Resources for Learning, will come in to work with the KS1 children to share some dinosaur stories and promote the library services.  Thursday 4th March is World Book Day and KS1 children will be celebrating accordingly.  Finally, the week will culminate on Friday 5th March with children having the option to enter a competition to design and make a book character mask.  These will be shared in assembly on the Friday morning and prizes awarded.
Finally, we have arranged a trip on Tuesday 2nd March for our KS1 children (Years R, 1 & 2), when we would like to take them to the cinema in Wells to see the Disney adaptation of the traditional story of ‘The Princess and the Frog’.  We will leave promptly after lunch at 12:30pm and return before the end of the school day. The children should be dressed in their school uniform.  No spending money or sweets will be required.

We are very thankful to the FWPS who are covering the majority of the coach cost but we ask parents for a contribution of £1 towards this.  In addition, the cost to the school for the cinema ticket is £4.50, therefore the total cost is £5.50 and parents are invited to make a contribution of this amount when completing the permission slip attached.  (Cheques to be made payable to ‘Somerset County Council’).  Parents in receipt of Income Support, Job Seekers Allowance(Income based), Employment & Support Allowance – Income Related (ESA-IR) or Child Tax Credit (but not in receipt of Working Tax Credit and with annual joint income of less than £16,040 as assessed by Inland Revenue) are asked to donate what they feel able - not necessarily the full amount.  No child will be excluded from the trip for reason of non-contribution.
