Dear Parents,

Attached you will find a form for ordering school uniform.  We do keep some uniform in stock but as this is our main annual order, please try to plan what you need for the next 12 months and return your completed order with payment to school by next Wednesday 10th March so that we can collate them and send off our order by Friday 12th.
Our suppliers keep a stock-holding of uniform for us so we should receive delivery of most items before the end of term.  However, due to the much smaller quantity of ‘v’ neck sweatshirts and fleeces required, we are unable to include these in this stock-holding and have to order them separately.  Consequently this order will take longer to process and may not arrive until the beginning of the summer term.

We ask families to purchase these items through the school in order that we are consistent in style and colour with the school logo displayed.  Families with children starting school in September will receive an order form at their Induction evening in the summer term.  Because of the difficulty we have in obtaining navy check summer dresses in a style suitable to all ages, we suggest you visit the National Schoolwear Centre in Broad Street, Wells, to purchase these.

When your uniform is sent home to you please ensure that you clearly label all items of clothing !!  Thank you.

School Uniform

The underlying philosophy of a uniform is to promote a sense of belonging and pride in the school and also to encourage our pupils to dress neatly without having the pressures of feeling the need to conform with fashion trends.  To this end I would like to ask all parents to support our beliefs.

May I draw your attention to the following rather grey areas:

· We do not want pupils to wear trainers other than for outside sporting activities.  Black trainers will remain acceptable.

· Heavier style boots are not seen to be appropriate footwear in classrooms.  We ask that all parents support this request

Sandals must be low heeled and offer a good support to the foot.  Mules and crocs are not 
acceptable.

· Shirts should be white as opposed to varying shades of checked and polo necked styles.

· Clearly, difficulties do arise with older pupils who may not wish to purchase new clothing this year.  This, of course, we do accept.  For our remaining families we would very much like to encourage you to purchase sweatshirts through the school in order that our school logo is always evident and that colour remains consistent.

· Jewellery and nail varnish should not be worn to school.  Only stud earrings are deemed safe.  
The school uniform 'Thrift Shop' proves to be both helpful to many families and supportive to FWPS  funds.  If you do not have younger members to pass clothes on to, the school will be most grateful to receive good quality, unwanted items at any time.  Thrift shops are held at various times during the year and thrift uniform is usually available at Parents’ Evenings.

Finally, I would like to thank you for your co-operation in upholding our aims to maintain the school uniform policy.  The goods we order do reflect good value for money.  They are not the cheapest but they will last.
