AsHistorianswe will belearning about the events
leading up to the trial and execution of Charles |
on 30" January 1649, looking specifically at the
major battles of the English Civil War. We will set
the period and the events in context by exploring
how the Stuarts came to power and some of the
changes made to the authority of the monarchy
by Henry VIII and the Tudors. We will learn about
aspects of daily life in Stuart England and focus in
particular on the affects of the Great Plague and
the Great Fire of London.

AsGeographersve will focus on settlements,
looking specifically at the city of London in the
1600s. We will look at the layout of the streets

and aspects of daily life in order to explore the
causes of the Plague and the Great Fire of London
as well as some of the results of the two major
events. We will contrast the city, pre 1667, with
that intended by Wren as well as with what
eventually was built in its place.

characters in the Stuart era. We will hone our
