Homework
Homework will continue to be given out every Friday during term time and is expected in by the following Friday each week. The homework will be exactly the same format as last term, with an activity to consolidate the previous weeks work in Numeracy, a number of links to useful websites and the weekly spellings. Should you wish your child to change spelling groups or to receive a different homework sheet, please let us know by way of a note. 
Reading

In addition to the homework, it is expected that the children read every night, and, where possible, to one of you. I realise that people lead busy lives, but many children can ‘drop off’ with their reading in Year 4 as it is sometimes assumed that as they can read books on their own, they are understanding what they have read. Mrs Buckley and I will endeavour to hear your child read as often as we can and will sign reading diaries when we do so. 

Coats/PE Kit
Towards the end of last term, a number of children were coming in without a coat, and some without even a jumper. Please ensure that your child has both a jumper and a coat in school each day. On the subject of clothing, could you also please go through your child’s PE Kit and make sure that they have all the items of clothing they will need for the cold January weather and that their footwear fits? 
If there are any changes to your child’s medical condition that you wish me to know about please write me a note. 

Finally, some key days to remember –

Thursdays – homework posted on site.

Fridays – homework is given out (and handed in).

Thursdays – PE kits required
