	RE
	Ourselves: exploring what makes us who we are as humans and relating ideas to religious belief.
Harvest and Advent: Christmas, considering the journeys taken by Mary, Joseph, shepherds and Kings.

	ICT
	Combining text and graphics: how to communicate information by inserting photos and clip art into texts; organising information in different ways.
Using the computer to support other areas of the curriculum.

IT skills of saving and retrieving files; adding to and editing work.

	PE
	Outdoor games while weather permits; gymnastics floor work and apparatus; multi skills.

	DT
	Photo frames and structures: making stable structures using stiffening materials; producing a photo frame and designing a gift.

	Art
	Portraying relationships: painting and drawing people together in pairs, a group or a crowd.  Various enrichment activities.

	Music
	Sounds of Music scheme: contrasts and accompaniments; developing listening and evaluating skills, use of pitched and unpitched percussion instruments and singing. Weekly class strings lesson.

	French
	Games and action songs to consolidate French work in Year 2. Where do you live? Places in town.
