	Gymnastics and invasion games focusing on throwing and aim.

	Art
	Objects and viewpoints linked to our literacy topic on Beatrix Potter and her passion for landscape painting and preservation of nature, linking hopefully to a school trip.

	Music
	Musical textures – exploring lyrics and melodies and cyclic patterns exploring rhythm and pulse – using well known pieces of music. Also exploring how music can affect our emotions.

	Learning songs, rhymes and initial phrases.
