	· Choose and prepare poems or stories for performance, identifying appropriate expression, tone, volume and use of voices and other sounds.  
· Sustain conversation, explain or give reasons for their views or choices.

· Follow up others’ points and show whether they agree or disagree in whole-clqss discussion.

· Use the language of possibility to investigate and reflect on feelings, behaviour or relationships.

· Use some drama strategies to explore stories or issues.


	· Consolidate word recognition and language comprehension skills.
· Identify how different texts are organised, including reference texts, magazines and leaflets, on paper and on screen.
· Explore how different texts appeal to readers using varied sentence structures and descriptive language.

· Identify features that writers use to provoke readers’ reactions.

· Infer characters’ feelings in fiction and consequences in logical explanations.

· Share and compare reasons for reading preferences, extending the range of books read.

	· Spell high and medium frequency words. Spell unfamiliar words using known conventions.
· Recognise a range of suffixes and prefixes, understanding how they modify meaning and spelling.
· Use beginning, middle and end to write narratives in which events are sequenced logically and conflicts resolved and write non-narrative texts using structures of different types.

· Compose sentences using verbs, adjectives and nouns for effect.
· Clarify meaning through the use of exclamation marks and speech marks

· Write with consistency in the size and proportion of letters and spacing within words, using correct formation of handwriting joins.

	· Solve one-step and two-step problems involving whole numbers and decimals and all four operations, choosing and using appropriate calculation strategies and calculator use.
· Represent a puzzle or problem by identifying and recording the information or calculations needed to solve it.

· Plan and pursue an enquiry, present evidence by collecting, organising and interpreting information.
· Explore patterns, properties and relationships and propose a general statement involving numbers or shapes.
· Explain reasoning using diagrams, graphs and text; refine ways of recording using images and symbols.
	· Explain what each digit represents in whole numbers and decimals with up to two places, and partition, round and order these numbers.
· Use knowledge of place value and addition and subtraction of two-digit number to derive sums and differences and doubles and halves of decimals.

· Recall quickly multiplication facts up to 10x10 and use them to multiply pairs of multiples of 10 and 100;derive division facts.

· Use efficient written methods to add and subtract whole numbers and decimals with up to two places.

· Use knowledge of rounding, place value, number facts and inverse operations to estimate and check calculations.
	· Identify, visualise and describe properties of rectangles, triangles, regular polygons and 3D solids; use knowledge of properties to draw 2D shapes and to identify and draw nets of 3D shapes.
· Read and plot co-ordinates; recognise parallel and perpendicular lines in grids and shapes; use a set square and ruler to draw shapes.

· Read, choose, use and record standard metric units to estimate and measure length, weight and capacity to a suitable degree of accuracy.

· Read timetables and time using 24-hour clock notation; use a calendar to calculate time intervals.
· Construct frequency tables, pictograms and bar and line graphs to represent information.
