	· Solve one-step and two-step problems involving numbers, money or measures, including time; choose and carry out appropriate calculations, using calculator methods where appropriate.
· Represent a puzzle or problem using number sentences, statements or diagrams; use these to solve the problem.
· Suggest a line of enquiry and the strategy needed to follow it; collect, organise and interpret selected information to find answers.

· Identify and use patterns, relationships and properties of numbers or shapes.

· Report solutions to puzzles and problems, giving explanations and reasoning orally and in writing, using diagrams and symbols.
	· Partition, round and order four-digit whole numbers; use positive and negative numbers in context.

· Recognise equivalence between decimals and fractions.

· Use diagrams to identify equivalent fractions and interpret mixed numbers (eg. 3 ½)
· Identify the doubles of two-digit numbers; use these to calculate doubles of multiples of 10 and 100 and derive halves.
· Derive and recall multiplication facts up to 10x10 and the corresponding division facts.

· Add or subtract mentally pairs of two-digit whole numbers.
· Refine and use efficient written methods to add and subtract, multiply and divide.
	· Draw polygons and classify them by identifying their properties, including their line symmetry.
· Know that angles are measured in degrees and that one whole turn is 360 degrees.
· Choose and use standard metric units and their abbreviations when estimating, measuring and recording length, weight and capacity.
· Read time to the nearest minute; use am, pm and 12 hour clock notation; choose units of time to measure time intervals.
· Answer a question by identifying what data to collect; organise, present, analyse and interpret the data in tables, diagrams, tally charts, pictograms and bar charts, using ICT as appropriate.
